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The Isolation Room is a calm, quiet room where pupils attend, usually for a school day, after being referred there by their Head of Year.  Their usual subject teachers for that day will be contacted and work requested so it can be completed in Isolation. The room holds a maximum of 6 students and has a large amount of resources aimed at all ages and abilities, including a PC with internet connection. Coursework is also completed within the room.  There is a member of staff with the students at all times and they are encouraged to complete their work whilst reflecting on their recent behaviour.  They are given as much support as is needed in order to do this.  Students are given toilet breaks and at lunchtime eat their packed lunches or are taken to the PAC if they need to purchase food.  They eat in the room and usually have a 30 minute lunch break.  Students can also read at this time if they wish.
Towards the end of the day all students are asked to complete an evaluation form and are encouraged to suggest ideas in which they can improve their own behaviour.  They are encouraged to take responsibility for their actions and are given feedback on how they have performed within the room.  This information is then relayed back to their Head of Year.

Students’ conduct within the room is usually excellent and many students do not return to the room.
