Cambridge Pre-U

Cambridge Pre-U is an exciting new post-16 qualification. It prepares students with the skills and knowledge they need to make a success of their subsequent studies at university.

The linear approach of the Cambridge Pre-U (with exams taken at the end of the two-year course) facilitates coherence and progression and enables the teacher to decide the order, pace and depth of teaching and learning most appropriate for students.
Throughout the course, students are expected to develop two parallel strands of Mathematics,
Pure Mathematics and Applications of Mathematics. Candidates will be expected to apply their

Mathematical knowledge in the context of both Mechanics and Probability and will also be presented with less familiar scenarios.
The level of Mathematics studied is more challenging than AS/A2 level and while this allows greater focus and presents students with a more detailed understanding of mathematical concepts, it is more rigorous than AS/A2 and as such we require a minimum grade of A at GCSE in order to study the course and we will also consider individual GCSE module scores before accepting student applications.
The Cambridge Pre-U is a genuine alternative to AS/A2 Mathematics.  It challenges students and provides a qualification that bridges the gap between traditional Mathematics and Further Mathematics.  If you want to test your mathematical knowledge to the highest limits but don’t want to commit to a double A Level in Further Mathematics, this is the course for you.
