Manufacturing/Joint Development

Just like you analysis of materials we need to test and evaluate different manufacturing methods for your project.

Most people are making wooden objects, for you joining methods are the key. Use your Year 10 joint frame and technical drawing as a start. Take a photo of your made joints and then evaluate how easy they were to make and how appropriate they are to your project. 

For those of you using other materials or slightly unusual processes (laminating wood or bending metal) we need to test the materials and processes. Again PHOTOGRAPHIC evidence is really important coupled with analysis of the different techniques.

Add a CONCLUSION; what methods are you going to use and why.

Finishes

Once we have decided upon materials and construction methods we also need to research and evaluate finishing methods. You need to select at least 3 different ways of finishing you chosen materials and produce samples. (Paint, Varnish, Wax, Stain, Oil). Stick the samples into your coursework and analyse them. Are they suitable for your end product? How easy were they to apply? What’s the cost like? Are they dangerous in any way? How robust/do they need maintenance, etc.

You could add photos of yourself producing the samples. If you do make sure you are wearing suitable equipment.
