Questionnaire

By now you should have decided on a problem and talked about the situation in which it exists. You need to prove to the examiner that this problem exists on a larger scale than just to you. One way of doing this is to do a questionnaire.

You need to ask at least people a range of questions.

Try to ask at least seven questions

The questions should help you to design your product. Don’t ask for answers that you don’t think will help.

Try to use options (close questions) it makes analysing the results easier.

Avoid generalisations and broad vocabulary. (Which material?) When using technical vocab however make sure it is understood.

Look to ask questions that can be accounted for in the design process, sizes, uses, styles. 

You can use pictures in your work to make the questions easier to answer.

Results

You need to show that you have analysed the results from your questionnaire. You should use graphs and tables to show the answers visually (and get some computing marks).

You must include a conclusion and commentary to say how the questionnaire process has inspired you/informed your designing.
