A Specification is a detailed list of what you intend your product to be like. 

You will use this information to help you design and it will form the basis for all your evaluative comments during the design, testing and evaluating processes. It is very important to make this as detailed as possible as it is a fundamental part of the project.

Must include:

· The Purpose or Function

· User requirements, Target market

· Aesthetics (appearance)

· Performance requirements and testing

· Materials 

· Size

· Safety and Quality Issues

· Scale of Production 

· Cost

Could Include:

· Maintenance

· Life span

· Moral/social issues

· Environmental issues

· Cultural impact

· Finish

To achieve a High, you must include references to Cost and Target Market
You will need to write a sentence under each heading and explain and give reasons for your choices. You can use the findings from your research to do this.
