Specification

Your specification should give a detailed description of what the product needs to be. You need to use the research you have done to compile it.

Include the headings and follow the questions as a guide. Use bullet points.

Target Market

· Who is your product for?  Not one individual!

· How old are they?

· From your questionnaire what would they prefer in the design?

Function

· What specific jobs does your product need to do? Include at least three.

Size
· Looking at your further research, how big will the product need to be?

· If it displays products or contains them, how many?

Weight

· If it is to be moved, lifted or assembled will this be important?

Durability

· How long will your product be expected to last?

· Will it need to withstand heavy use? What features will be needed to help this?

Materials

· What properties will your chosen materials need to have? E.g. easy to clean, good surface for printing, Easy to cut and fold.

· What aesthetic features will they need?

Manufacture

· Does your product need to be made using particular processes?

· What scale of production will be appropriate?

· Will your product come complete, or will it need to be flat packed?

· What systems will be used to make it? E.g. stencils die cutters, ICT?

· It is vital that you refer to how you could make repeat examples of your product and make each one the same.

Environmental Issues

· How “green” will your product be? Will it be recyclable?

Safety

· What safety features will be included?

· What warnings will be needed on the product?
