Tests and Checks, Evaluation and Modifications

This section is worth a total of 9/102 Marks (the same as all the research), 3 per section, (3 Pages). Use your Edexcel Text book to help you. 
You must have finished making before you do this section. Aim to finish manufacture before half term so that you have time to tidy up loose ends.

Testing (1 page)

You need to test to ensure fitness for purpose; this means testing the performance of the product to make sure it meets the requirements of the specification and the end user.

You need to:

· Record any results of testing that took place during manufacture

· Test the performance of the product against each specification point

· Test the product to see if it is suitable for the end user, (Include photos of the product being used, record comments and views, produce a user questionnaire.)

Evaluation (1 page)
You will need to evaluate the end product against each specification point and the design brief. Does it meet all the requirements? 

· Include comments on the performance, accuracy, design and production quality.

· Views of the intended user.

· Changes during manufacture: 

· Have you used any materials that were not suitable for the final design?
· Did your timing change? Refer to your production plan. If they did explain by how much and give reasons.

· If you have made changes to the design in any way, explain these and give reasons.

· If you have made changes to the manufacturing plan i.e. made things in a different colour, changed a technique used, made things in a different order? Explain what the changes are and why.

· Did you come across any problems during manufacture? Explain and give reasons.

· Have you handled equipment incorrectly or used a piece of equipment for an unsuitable task? Have you at any point felt unsafe using the equipment?
Modifications (1 page)

To be successful you will need to objectively evaluate the product in the ‘Evaluation’ section and suggest appropriate improvements. These are called modifications.

For Example:

· What would you change if you were to produce this product again? (Try to mention about 5 changes)

· How can you improve this product? This can be based around:

· Aesthetic qualities (How it looks.)

· Technical success (Do the mechanisms work etc)

· Quality of manufacture (The standard of your work.)

· Fitness for purpose  (Did it fulfil the design brief, and the specification?) 

Make comments and remember to give reasons for your answers. You could sketch a new design that takes into account all the modifications.

Don’t forget to include an annotated photo diary of your manufacturing and if you have time go back and improve you previous work. (Suggestions can be found on the back in pencil).     GOOD LUCK
